Perform Personal Best
	· Use a quiet voice
· Use restroom quickly

	· Be ready to learn

	· Go directly to your classroom door and stay there
· Quickly sit in your designated area

Act Responsibly

	· Keep restroom clean
(1. flush the toilet)
(2. wash hands)
(3. water in the sink)
(4. towels in the garbage) 
· Report problems



	· Arrive on time
· Have materials ready
· Complete assignments
	· Go directly to the cafeteria before your designated area
· Ask permission to leave your designated area for restroom and cafeteria needs
· Keep hands, feet and objects to yourself

	· Keep hands, feet and belongings to yourself
· Stay with your buddy at all times
· Keep a safe distance between you and others in line

	· Keep hands and feet to self
· Give others personal space

	

Work and Play Safely
	· Keep feet on the floor
· Place toilet paper in the toilet

	· Follow directions and routines
· Use material and equipment for their intended purposes

	· Sit in a straight line with your back against the wall
· Listen to adult instructions

	· Listen to adult instructions
· Face forward and keep feet on the ground
	· Enter and exit in an orderly line

	



Show Respect
	· Wait patiently 
· Honor the privacy of others

	· Listen to the speaker
· Be aware of personal space
· Be kind to others in speech and actions
	· Wait to be invited into the classroom by your teacher
· Technology is turned off and inside your backpack before school
	· Walk silently
· Stay on the right side of the walkway except kindergarten
· Move to the right when others are passing
· Greet others with a silent signal
	· Clap when appropriate
· Participate appropriately

· In the afternoon, sit on benches provided in assigned area
· Wait with your younger siblings
· Walk forward to meet your car

	· Follow directions
· Stay in assigned area
· Come quickly when called
· Inform an adult if you have a problem
· Return equipment to proper place
	· In the morning go directly to your assigned area
· Talk quietly
· Keep hands, feet and belongings to yourself
· Keep items in lunchbox and backpack

	· Return books in a timely manner
· Bring media card each visit

	


Work and Play Safely
	· Sit facing forward
· Keep hands and feet to yourself
· Line up quietly at the door


	· Stay behind the blue line
· Enter and exit the car from the passenger side
· Wait until your car stops before crossing the yellow line
	· Keeps hands and feet to yourself 
· Sit facing forward on the slide
· Only slide down  the slide feet first
· Use toys and equipment properly
· Use a happy outside voice 

	· Stay in a line
· Enter and exit carefully
· Stay seated on the bus
